Samsung Rakes in 14,400 cr This Diwali

Strong upgrade cycle, demand for 5G phones help Korean major log one of its best festive seasons this year in India

New Delhi: Korean electronics
major Samsung has had a strong
festive season, raking in a turno-
verof 214,400 crore across its mabi-
le, wearables and tablets business,
onthe back of astrong upgrade cy-
cle and 5G smartphone demand, a
topexecutivesaid

“Samsung had one of the best
festive seasons this year. We re-
corded a turnover of 214,400 crore
in September and October,” Adi-
tya Babbar, senior director and
head of product marketing at
Samsung, told ET.

The company is hoping the conti-
nued momentum will sustain in
the ongoing quarter on the back of
its affordability schemes, he ad-
ded. This, even as the market en-

ters into a seasonal slump in de-
mand, say market trackers.

Babbar said more than 85% of its
5G-enabled devices have already
received updates to support Bharti
Airtel's non-standalone (NSA) 5G
network, and they are working to
push out updates to support Reli-
anee Jio's 5G network by mid-No-
vember It also is the market leader
in 5G smartphones with 20 models
supporting the next-gen technolo-
gyavailablein the market.

The company leads the overall
market in terms of value with a
22% market share on the back of a
double-digit jump in average sel-
ling prices for the brand, Babbar
said. It was also the fastest growing
brand among the topfive inthe pre-
mium segment,accordingto Coun-
terpoint Research.

Ricard said consumer confiden-
ce in India is at an all-time high,
despite inflation. Thesecond lar-
gest distiller expanded its Indian
mmnm by 21% in the last quar-

ter.

“India, which is obviously akey
market for us, one of our must-
win markets, is performing ex-
tremely strongly in thisfirsthalf,
with the continued premiumisa-
tion trend,” Pernod Ricard’s fi-
nance head Helenede Tissot said
atan investor call. “The environ-
ment in India is very strong, and
consumer confidence is increa-
sing. It's probably at an all-time
high, despite inflation. And we
continue to benefit from favou-
rable long-term demographics
with the continuing growth of
upper and middle class and as
wellthe urbanisation.”

Rival United Spirits saw its pre-
stige-and-above category, where
it competes with Pernod, increa-
se 23%, whichanalysts feel could
have been better but for the com-
pany restricting Scotch whisky
supplies to a few states to press
for price hikes.

India is Pernod Ricard's largest
market by volume and third big
gest contributor tosales and pro-
fit globally. In India, the French
company sold spirits worth €4.1
billion in2021,accordingto IWSR
data. Pernod Ricard controls
about a fourth of the overall
whisky market in India despite
negligible presence in the mass
segment and gets a significant
